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AN ACT to anend the environmental conservation law, the public service
law, the public authorities law, the |abor |aw and the community risk
and resiliency act, in relation to establishing the New York state
climte | eadership and conmunity protection act

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Legislative findings and declaration. The | egislature here-
by enacts the "New York state clinate |eadership and comuni ty
protection act" and finds and declares that:

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1. dimate change is adversely affecting econom c well-being, public
heal th, natural resources, and the environment of New York. The adverse
i npacts of climate change incl ude:

a. an increase in the severity and frequency of extrene weather
events, such as storns, flooding, and heat waves, which can cause direct
injury or death, property damage, and ecol ogi cal danage (e.g., through
the rel ease of hazardous substances into the environnent);

b. rising sea levels, which exacerbate danage from storm surges and
fl ooding, contribute to coastal erosion and saltwater intrusion, and
i nundate lowlying areas, leading to the displacenent of or danmage to
coastal habitat, property, and infrastructure;

c. a decline in freshwater and saltwater fish popul ati ons;

d. increased average tenperatures, which increase the demand for air
condi tioning and refrigeration anong resi dents and busi nesses;

e. exacerbation of air pollution; and

f. an increase in the incidences of infectious diseases, asthm
attacks, heart attacks, and other negative health outcones. These
inpacts are having a detrinmental effect on sone of New York's | argest
i ndustries, including agriculture, comrercial shipping, forestry, tour-
ism and recreational and conmercial fishing. These inpacts al so place
addi tional strain on the physical infrastructure that delivers critical
services to the citizens of New York, including the state's energy,
transportation, stormmvater, and wastewater infrastructure.

2. a. The severity of current climate change and the threat of addi-
tional and nore severe change will be affected by the actions undertaken
by New York and other jurisdictions to reduce greenhouse gas emni ssions.
According to the U S. dobal Change Research Program (USGCRP) and the
I ntergovernnmental Panel on Cdinmate Change (I PCC), substantial reductions
in greenhouse gas em ssions will be required by md-century in order to
limt global warming to no nore than 2°C and ideally 1.5°C, and thus
mnimze the risk of severe inpacts fromclimate change. Specifically,
i ndustrialized countries nust reduce their greenhouse gas em ssions by
at least 80% below 1990 Ilevels by 2050 in order to stabilize carbon
di oxi de equi val ent concentrations at 450 parts per mllion--the |Ievel
required to stay within the 2°C target.

b. On Decenber 12, 2015, one hundred ninety-five countries at the 21st
Conference of the parties of the United Nations Franmework Convention on
Cli mat e Change adopted an agreenent addressing greenhouse gas em ssions
mtigation, adaptation, and finance starting in the year 2020, known as
the Paris Agreenent. The Paris Agreenent was adopted on Novenber 4,
2016, and is the largest concerted global effort to conbat clinate
change to date.

3. Action undertaken by New York to reduce greenhouse emnissions will
have an inpact on global greenhouse gas em ssions and the rate of
climte change. In addition, such action will encourage other jurisdic-
tions to inplenent conplenentary greenhouse gas reduction strategies and
provide an exanple of how such strategies can be inplenmented. It will
al so advance the devel opnent of green technol ogi es and sust ai nabl e prac-
tices within the private sector, which can have far-reaching inpacts
such as a reduction in the cost of renewabl e energy conponents, and the
creation of jobs and tax revenues in New York

4. It shall therefore be a goal of the state of New York to reduce
greenhouse gas enissions fromall anthropogenic sources 100% over 1990
| evel s by the year 2050, with an increnmental target of at Ileast a 40
percent reduction in climte pollution by the year 2030, in line with
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USGCRP and | PCC projections of what is necessary to avoid the nopst
severe inpacts of climate change.

5. Although substantial enissions reductions are necessary to avoid
the nost severe inpacts of climte change, conplenentary adaptation
neasures will also be needed to address those risks that cannot be
avoi ded. Sonme of the inpacts of climate change are al ready observable in
New York state and the northeastern United States. Annual average
tenperatures are on the rise, wnter snow cover is decreasing, heat
waves and precipitation are intensifying, and sea levels along New
York's coastline are approximtely one foot higher than they were in
1900. New York has al so experienced an increasing nunber of extreme and
unusual weather events, |ike Hurricanes Irene and Lee and t he
unprecedented Superstorm Sandy in 2012, which caused at |east 53 deaths
and $32 billion in damage in New York state.

6. New York should therefore mnimze the risks associated wth
climate change through a conbination of nmeasures to reduce statew de
greenhouse gas emi ssions and inprove the resiliency of the state wth
respect to the inpacts and risks of clinmate change that cannot be
avoi ded.

7. Cimte change especially heightens the vulnerability of disadvan-
taged conmuni ties, which bear environmental and soci oeconom ¢ burdens as
wel | as |l egacies of racial and ethnic discrimnation. Actions undertaken
by New York state to nmitigate greenhouse gas eni ssions should prioritize
the safety and health of disadvantaged comunities, control potenti al
regressive inpacts of future clinmate change nitigation and adaptation
policies on these communities, and prioritize the allocation of public
i nvestnents in these areas.

8. Creating good jobs and a thriving econony is a core concern of New
York state. Shaping the ongoing transition in our energy sector to
ensure that it creates good jobs and protects workers and comunities
that may | ose enploynent in the current transition nust be key concerns
of our climate policy. Setting clear standards for job quality and
training standards encourages not only high-quality work but positive
econom ¢ i npacts.

9. Wirkers are at the front lines of climte change. Construction
workers and building service workers were sone of the first workers
dedi cated to cleaning up danage inflicted by recent storns. These work-
ers were often operating in unsafe and toxic environments, cleaning up
nmol d, and working in unstable buildings. In order to protect the health
and welfare of these workers, it is in the interest of the state of New
York to establish safe and heal thy working conditions and proper train-
ing for workers involved in clinmate change related activities. In addi-
tion, much of the infrastructure work preparing our state for additional
climte change events nust happen quickly and efficiently. It is in the
interest of the state to ensure |abor harnony and pronote efficient
performance of work on clinmate change related work sites by requiring
workers to be well-trai ned and adequately conpensat ed.

10. Ensuring career opportunities are created and shared geograph-
ically and denographically is necessary to ensure increased access to
good jobs for marginalized communities while making the sane nei ghbor-
hoods nore resilient. Cinmate change has a di sproportionate inpact on
| owi ncone people, wonen, and workers. It is in the interest of the
state of New York to protect and prompote the interests of these groups
against the inpacts of climte change and severe weather events and to
advance our equity goals by ensuring quality enploynment opportunities in
saf e wor ki ng environments.
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11. The conplexity of the ongoing energy transition, the uneven
distribution of economc opportunity, and the di sproportionate cunul a-
tive econom c and environnmental burdens on communities mean that there
is a strong state interest in setting a floor statew de for |abor stand-
ards, but allow ng and encouragi ng i ndividual agencies and | ocal govern-
ments to rai se standards.

12. By exercising a global |eadership role on greenhouse gas mti-
gation and climate change adaptation, New York will position its econo-
my, technology centers, financial institutions, and busi nesses to bene-
fit fromnational and international efforts to address clinmate change
New York state has already denonstrated |eadership in this area by
undertaking efforts such as:

a. executive order no. 24 (2009), establishing a goal to reduce green-
house gas em ssions 80% by the year 2050, <creating a climte action
council, and calling for preparation of a clinate action plan;

b. chapter 433 of the |aws of 2009, establishing a state energy plan-
ning board and requiring the board to adopt a state energy plan

c. chapter 388 of the laws of 2011, directing the department of envi-
ronmental conservation to pronulgate rules and regulations limting
em ssions of carbon di oxide by newy constructed maj or generating facil-
ities;

d. the adoption of a state energy plan establishing clean energy goals
for the year 2030 ai ned at reduci ng greenhouse gas emssion |evels by
40% from 1990 | evel s, producing 70% of electricity fromrenewabl e sourc-
es, increasing energy efficiency from2012 levels by 23% and the addi -
ti onal expressed goal of reducing 100% of the electricity sector's
greenhouse gas emni ssions by 2040;

e. collaboration with other states on the Regional G eenhouse Gas
Initiative, and the devel opnent of a regional |ow carbon fuel standard;

f. creation of new offices and task forces to address climate change,
including the New York state office of climate change, the renewabl e
energy task force, and the sea level rise task force; and

g. the enactnent of the Cormunity Risk and Resiliency Act (CRRA),
whi ch requires agencies to consider sea |level rise and other clinmate-re-
| ated events when inplenenting certain state prograns.

This legislation will build upon these past devel opnents by creating a
conpr ehensi ve regul atory programto reduce greenhouse gas em ssions that
corresponds wth the targets established in executive order no. 24, the
state energy plan, and USGCRP and | PCC projections.

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For the purposes of this article the following terns shall have the
fol l owi ng neani ngs:

1. "Allowance" neans an authorization to emt, during a specified
year, up to one ton of carbon dioxide equival ent.

2. "Carbon dioxide equivalent" neans the anpunt of carbon di oxide by

mass that woul d produce the sane global warm ng inpact as a given mass

of anot her greenhouse gas over an integrated twenty-year tine frane
after em ssion.

3. "Co-pollutants" neans hazardous air pollutants produced by green-
house gas eni ssions sources.

4. "Council" neans the New York state climte action council estab-

li shed pursuant to section 75-0103 of this article.

5. "Di sadvant aged comunities" nmeans conmmunities that bear burdens of
negative public health effects, environnmental pollution, inpacts of
climate change, and possess certain socioeconomc criteria, or conprise
hi gh-concentrations of |low and noderate- incone households, as identi-
fied pursuant to section 75-0111 of this article.

6. "Enissions reduction neasures" neans prograns, neasures and st and-
ards, authorized pursuant to this chapter, applicable to sources or
categories of sources, that are designed to reduce enissions of green-
house gases.

7. "Greenhouse gas" neans carbon di oxide, nethane. nitrous oxide,
hydr of | uor ocar bons, perfl uorocarbons, sulfur hexafluoride, and any other
substance enmitted into the air that nay be reasonably anticipated to
cause or contribute to anthropogenic climte change.

8. "Greenhouse gas emission limt" neans the naxi num al |l owabl e | evel
of statew de greenhouse gas enissions, in a specified year, expressed in
tons of carbon dioxide equivalent, as deternined by the departnent
pursuant to this article.

9. "Greenhouse gas enission offset" neans a deduction representing one

netric ton of carbon dioxi de equival ent emi ssions, reduced, avoided, or
sequestered by a greenhouse gas em ssion offset project froma neasured

baseline of em ssions pursuant to the statew de greenhouse gas eni ssions
report.

10. "Greenhouse gas enission offset projects"” neans one or nore
projects, including:

a. Natural carbon sinks including but not |linmted to afforestation,
reforestation, or wetlands restoration;

b. Geening infrastructure;

c. Restoration and sustainable managenent of natural and urban forests
or working |lands, grasslands, coastal wetlands and sub-tidal habitats:;

d. Efforts to reduce hydrofl uorocarbon refrigerant, sulfur hexafl uor-
ide, and other ozone depleting substance rel eases;

e. Anaerobic digesters, where energy produced is directed toward
|l ocalized use;

f. Carbon capture and sequestration;

g. Ecosystemrestoration; and
h. Oher types of projects recomended by the council in consultation

with the climate justice working group that provide public health and
environnmental benefits, and do not create burdens in di sadvant aged
conmuni ties.

11. "Greenhouse gas eni ssion source" or "source" neans any anthropo-
geni c source or category of anthropogenic sources of greenhouse gas
em ssions, determ ned by the departnent:

a. whose participation in the programw |l enable the departnent to
effectively reduce greenhouse gas em Ssions; and,
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b. that are capable of being nonitored for conpliance.

12. "leakage" neans a reduction in em ssions of greenhouse gases with-
in the state that is offset by an increase in em ssions of greenhouse
gases outside of the state.

13. "Statew de greenhouse gas em ssions" neans the total annual em s-

sions of greenhouse gases produced within the state from ant hropogenic

sources and greenhouse gases produced outside of the state that are
associated with the generation of electricity inported into the state

and the extraction and transnission of fossil fuels inported into the
state. Statew de enissions shall be expressed in tons of carbon dioxide
equi val ent s.

14. "Statew de greenhouse gas enissions limt" or "statew de em ssions
limt" nmeans the maxi num all owabl e | evel of statew de greenhouse gas
em ssions in a specified year, as determ ned by the departnent pursuant
to this article.

15. "Environnmental justice advisory group"” shall nean the pernanent
environnmental justice advisory group established by a chapter of the
laws of two thousand ni neteen anending the environnmental conservation
law relating to establishing a permanent environnental justice advisory
group and an environnental justice interagency coordinating council, as
proposed in legislative bills nunbers S. 2385 and A. 1564.

8 75-0103. New York state climte action council

1. There is hereby established the New York state clinmate action coun-
cil ("council") which shall consist of the followi ng twenty-tw nenbers:

a. the conm ssioners of transportation, health, econom c devel opnent,
agriculture and markets, housing and conmunity renewal , environnenta
conservation, labor, the chairperson of the public service conmn ssion,
the presidents of the New York state energy research and devel opnent
authority; New York power authority; long Island power authority; the
secretary of state, or their designees.

b. two non-agency expert nenbers appointed by the governor;

c. three nenbers to be appointed by the tenporary president of the
senat e;

d. three nenbers to be appointed by the speaker of the assenbly;

e. one nenber to be appointed by the nmnority | eader of the senate;
and

f. one nenber to be appointed by the nmnority | eader of the assenbly.

2. The at large nenbers shall include at all tines individuals with

expertise in issues relating to clinmate change nitigati on and/ or adapt a-
tion, such as environnental justice, labor, public health and regul ated

i ndustries.

3. Council nenbers shall receive no conpensation for their services
but shall be reinbursed for actual and necessary expenses incurred in
the performance of their duties.

4. The co-chairpersons of the council shall be the conm ssioner of
environnmental conservation and the president of the New York state ener-
gy research and devel opnent authority or their designee.

5. Each nenber of the council shall be entitled to one vote. The coun-
cil's approval and adoption of the final scoping plan pursuant to this
section, and any subsequent interimupdates thereto, shall require a
supermpjority of the council. No action may be taken by the counci
unl ess there is a quorum which shall at all tines be a majority of the
nenbers of the council

6. Any vacancies on the council shall be filled in the nmanner provided
for the initial appointnent.
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7. The council shall convene advisory panels requiring special exper-
tise and, at a mninum shall establish advisory panels on transporta-
tion, energy intensive and trade-exposed industries, |and-use and | ocal
governnent, energy efficiency and housing, power generation, and agri-
culture and forestry. The purpose of the advisory panels shall be to
provi de recommendations to the council on specific topics, inits prepa-
ration of the scoping plan, and interimupdates to the scoping plan, and
in fulfilling the council's ongoing duties.

a. Each advisory panel shall be chaired by the rel evant agency head or
his or her designee. The council nmay convene and di ssolve additiona
advisory panels, inits sole discretion, and pursuant to the require-
nents herein.

b. Advisory panels shall be conprised of no nore than five voting
nenbers. The council shall elect advisory panel nenbers, and such
nenbership shall at all tines represent individuals with direct involve-
nent or expertise in matters to be addressed by the advisory panels
pursuant to this section.

c. Advisory panels shall work directly with the council on the prepa-
ration of the scoping plan pursuant to this section. Each advi sory pane
shall coordinate with the environmental justice advisory group and
climate justice working group.

d. All agencies of the state or subdivisions thereof may, at the
request of any such advi sory panel or the council, provide the advisory
panel with such facilities, assistance, and data as will enable advisory
panels to carry out their powers and duties.

8. The council shall convene a just transition working group. The
wor ki ng group shall be chaired by the conm ssioner of |abor and the
president of the New York state energy research and devel opnent authori -
ty and shall consist of no less than thirteen, but no nore than seven-
teen nenbers and shall include the comm ssioners of housing and conmmuni -
ty renewal, the chair of the departnment of public service,
representatives of environnental justice comunities and representatives
of | abor organizations, clean energy developers and at |least five repre-
sentatives of distinct energy-intensive industries. The just transition
wor ki ng _group shal |

a. advise the council on issues and opportunities for workforce devel -
opnment _and training related to energy efficiency neasures, renewable
energy and other clean energy technologies, with specific focus on
training and workforce opportunities for disadvantaged conmunities, and
segnents of the population that nmay be underrepresented in the clean
energy workforce such as veterans, wonen and fornerly incarcerated
persons;

b. identify energy-intensive industries and related trades and identi-
fy sector specific inpacts of the state's current workforce and avenues
to maximze the skills and expertise of New York state workers in the
new ener gy econony;

c. identify sites of electric generating facilities that nay be closed
as a result of atransition to a clean energy sector and the issues and
opportunities presented by reuse of those sites:;

d. with respect to potential for greenhouse gas enission linits devel -
oped by the departnent of environmental conservation pursuant to this
article, advise the council on the potential inpacts of carbon | eakage
risk on New York state industries and local host conmunities, including
the inpact of any potential carbon reduction neasures on the conpeti -

tiveness of New York state business and industry;
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e. advise the council and conduct stakehol der outreach on any other
workforce matters directed by the council; and

f. at atine frane determ ned by the council, prepare and publish
recommendations to the council on how to address: issues and opportu-
nities related to the energy-intensive and trade-exposed entities; work-

force devel opnent for trade-exposed entities, disadvantaged communities

and underrepresented segnents of the popul ation; nmeasures to nininze
the carbon | eakage risk and mnin ze anti-conpetitiveness inpacts of any

potential carbon policies and energy sector nmndates.

g. The just transition working group is hereby authorized and directed
to conduct a study of and report on:

i. The nunber of jobs created to counter clinmate change., which shal
include but not be limted to the energy sector, building sector, trans-
portation sector, and working |ands sector;

ii. The projection of the inventory of jobs needed and the skills and
training required to neet the denand of jobs to counter clinmate change;
and

iii. Wrkforce disruption due to community transitions froma | ow
carbon econony.

9. The departnment and the New York state energy research and devel op-
nent authority shall provide the council with such facilities, assist-
ance and data as will enable the council to carry out its powers and
duties. Additionally, all other agencies of the state or subdivisions
thereof may, at the request of the co-chairpersons, provide the counci
with such facilities, assistance, and data as will enable the council to
carry out its powers and duties.

10. The council shall consult with the climate justice working group
established in section 75-0111 of this article, the departnent of state
utility intervention unit, and the federally designated electric bulk
system operator..

11. The council shall on or before two years of the effective date of
this article, prepare and approve a scoping plan outlining the reconmen-
dations for attaining the statew de greenhouse gas em ssions lints in
accordance with the schedul e established in section 75-0107 of this
article, and for the reduction of em ssions beyond eighty-five percent,
net zero emissions in all sectors of the econony. which shall informthe
state energy planning board's adoption of a state energy plan in accord-
ance with section 6-104 of the energy law. The first state enerqgy plan
i ssued subsequent to conpletion of the scoping plan required by this
section shall incorporate the recommendati ons of the council

12. The draft scoping plan shall be developed in consultation with the
environnmental justice advisory group, and the clinmate justice working
group established pursuant to section 75-0111 of this article and other
st akehol ders.

a. The council shall hold at least six regional public comment hear-
ings on the draft scoping plan, including three neetings in the upstate
region and three neetings in the downstate region, and shall allow at
| east one hundred twenty days for the subni ssion of public comment.

b. The council shall provide neaningful opportunities for public
coment fromall segnents of the population that will be inpacted by the
plan, including persons living in disadvantaged comunities as identi-
fied pursuant to section 75-0111 of this article.

C. On or before three years of the effective date of this article, the
council shall submt the final scoping plan to the governor., the speaker

of the assenbly and the tenporary president of the senate and post such
plan on its website.
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13. The scoping plan shall identify and make recomrendati ons on regu-
latory neasures and other state actions that will ensure the attai nnent
of the statew de greenhouse gas emissions limts established pursuant to
section 75-0107 of this article. The neasures and actions considered in
such scoping plan shall at a m ninmumincl ude:

a. Performance-based standards for sources of greenhouse gas em s-
sions, including but not Ilimted to sources in the transportation,
building, industrial, comercial, and agricultural sectors.

b. Measures to reduce emissions fromthe electricity sector by
displacing fossil-fuel fired electricity with renewable electricity or
energy efficiency.

c. Land-use and transportation planning neasures ained at reducing
gr eenhouse gas em ssions from notor vehicles.

d. Measures to achieve |long-term carbon sequestration and/or pronote

best nmanagenent practices in land use, agriculture and forestry.
e. Measures to achieve six gigawatts of distributed solar energy

capacity installed in the state by two thousand twenty-five, nine giga-
watts of offshore wind capacity installed by two thousand thirty-five, a
st at ewi de energy efficiency goal of one hundred eighty-five trillion
British thermal units energy reduction fromthe two thousand twenty-five
forecast; and three gigawatts of statew de energy storage capacity by
two thousand thirty.

f. Measures to pronote the beneficial electrification of personal and
freight transport and other strategies to reduce greenhouse gas em s-
sions fromthe transportation sector.

g. Measures to achieve reductions in energy use in existing residen-
tial or comercial buildings, including the beneficial electrification
of water and space heating in buildings, establishing appliance effi-
ciency standards, strengthening building energy codes, requiring annua
bui I di ng energy benchnarking., disclosing energy efficiency in hone
sales, and expanding the ability of state facilities to utilize perform
ance contracting.

h. Recommendations to aid in the transition of the state workforce and
the rapidly energing clean energy industry.

i. Measures to achieve healthy forests that support clean air and
water, biodiversity, and sequester carbon.

j. Measures to limt the use of chem cals, substances or products that
contribute to global climte change when rel eased to the atnosphere, but
are not intended for end-use conbustion.

k. Mechanisns to limt enission | eakage as defined in subdivision
el even of section 75-0101 of this article.

. Verifiable, enforceable and voluntary em ssions reduction neasures.

14. In devel oping such plan the council shall

a. Consider all relevant information pertaining to greenhouse gas
eni ssions reduction prograns in states in the United States Clinate
Alliance, as well as other states, regions, localities, and nations.

b. Evaluate, using the best available econonic nodels, em ssion esti-
mati on techni ques and other scientific nethods, the total potential
costs and potential econonic and non-econonic benefits of the plan for
reduci ng greenhouse gases, and nake such evaluation publicly avail able.
In conducting this evaluation, the council shall quantify:

i. The economi c and social benefits of greenhouse gas em ssions
reductions, taking into account the value of carbon, established by the
departnment pursuant to section 75-0113 of this article, any other tools
that the council deens useful and pertinent for this analysis, and any
environnmental, economic and public health co-benefits (such as the
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reduction of co-pollutants and the diversification of energy sources);
and

ii. The costs of inplenenting proposed em ssions reduction neasures,
and the eni ssions reductions that the council anticipates achieving
through these neasures.

c. Take into account the relative contribution of each source or
source category to statew de greenhouse gas enissions, and the potential
for adverse effects on small businesses, and recommend a de nnims
threshold of greenhouse gas enissions bel ow which enm ssion reduction
requirenents will not apply.

d. ldentify neasures to nmaxinize reductions of both greenhouse gas
eni ssions and co-pollutants in disadvantaged comunities as identified
pursuant to section 75-0111 of this article.

15. The council shall update its plan for achieving the statew de
greenhouse gas enissions linmts at |east once every five years and shal
nmake such updates available to the governor, the speaker of the assenbly
and the tenporary president of the senate and post such updates on its
website.

16. The council shall identify existing climate change nmitigation and
adaptation efforts at the federal, state, and |local |evels and may make
recommendati ons regardi ng how such policies may inprove the state's
efforts.

17. The council shall maintain a website that includes public access
to the scoping plan and greenhouse gas linmt information.

8 75-0105. Statewi de greenhouse gas eni ssions report.

1. No later than two vears after the effective date of this article,
and each year thereafter, the departnent shall issue a report on state-
wi de greenhouse gas em ssions, expressed in tons of carbon dioxide
equivalents, fromall greenhouse gas emi ssion sources in the state,
including the relative contribution of each type of greenhouse gas and
each type of source to the statew de total

2. The statew de greenhouse gas em ssions report shall be a conprehen-
sive evaluation, inforned by a variety of data, including but not linmt-
ed to:

a. information relating to the use of fossil fuels by sector, includ-
ing for electricity generation, transportation, heating. and other
conmbustion purposes;

b. information relating to fugitive and vented eni ssions from systens
associated with the production, processing, transport, distribution,
storage, and consunption of fossil fuels, including natural gas;

c. information relating to enissions fromnon-fossil fuel sources,
including, but not linmted to, garbage incinerators, bionmass conbustion
landfills and landfill gas generators, and anaerobic digesters;

d. information relating to eni ssions associated with manufacturing,
chem cal production, cenent plants, and other processes that produce
non- conmbustion em ssions; and

e. information fromsources that may be required to participate in the
registration and reporting system pursuant to subdivision four of this
section.

3. The statew de greenhouse gas emi ssions report shall also include an
estimate of greenhouse gas eni ssions associated with the generation of
inported electricity and with the extraction and transm ssion of fossi
fuels inported into the state which shall be counted as part of the
statewide total.

4, Wthin one year after the effective date of this article, the
departnent shall consider establishing a mandatory registry and report-
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ing systemfromindividual sources to obtain data on greenhouse gas

eni ssions exceeding a particular threshold. If established., such regqis-
try and reporting systemshall apply a consistent reporting threshold to
ensure the unbiased collection of data.

5. The statew de greenhouse gas enissions report shall also include an
estimate of what the statew de greenhouse gas emi ssions level was in
1990.

6. The statew de greenhouse gas em ssions report shall utilize best
avai l abl e science and nethods of analysis, including the conparison and
reconciliation of em ssion estinmates fromall sources, fuel consunption,
field data, and peer-revi ewed research.

7. The statew de greenhouse gas em ssions report shall clearly explain
the nethodol ogy and analysis used in the departnent's deternination of

greenhouse gas em ssions and shall include a detail ed explanation of any

changes in nethodol ogy or analysis, adjustnents made to prior estimates,
as needed, and any other infornmation necessary to establish a scientif-

ically credible account of change.

8. The departnment shall hold at |least two public hearings to seek
public input regarding the nethodol ogy and analysis used in the deternmni -
nation of statew de greenhouse gas em ssions, and periodically thereaft-
er.

8§ 75-0107. Statew de greenhouse gas enmi ssions limts.

1. No later than one year after the effective date of this article,
the departnent shall, pursuant to rules and regul ations pronul gated
after at | east one public hearing, establish a statew de greenhouse gas
enmissions lint as a percentage of 1990 em ssions, as estimted pursuant
to section 75-0105 of this article, as follows:

a. 2030: 60% of 1990 eni ssions.

b. 2050: 15% of 1990 em ssions.

2. Greenhouse gas enmission limts shall be neasured in units of carbon
di oxi de equivalents and identified for each individual type of green-
house gas.

3. In order to ensure the npost accurate deternination feasible, the
departnent shall utilize the best available scientific, technol ogical,
and econonic informati on on greenhouse gas em ssions and consult with
the council, stakeholders, and the public in order to ensure that al
enm ssions are accurately reflected in its determ nation of 1990 emi s-
sions | evels.

4. In order to conply with the statew de greenhouse gas em ssions
limts pronul gated pursuant to this section, a source may utilize the
alternative conpliance nechani sm established pursuant to subdivision
four of section 75-0109 of this article. The use of such nechani sm shal
be in accordance with the provisions of that subdivision.

8 75-0109. Pronulgation of regulations to achieve statew de greenhouse
gas eni ssions reductions.

1. No later than four years after the effective date of this article,
the departnent, after public workshops and consultation with the coun-
cil, the environnental justice advisory group, and the clinmate justice
wor ki ng group established pursuant to section 75-0111 of this article,
representatives of regulated entities, community organizations, environ-
nental groups, health professionals, |abor unions, nunicipal corpo-
rations, trade associations and other stakeholders, shall, after no |ess
than two public hearings, promulgate rules and regulations to ensure
conpliance with the statewide em ssions reduction limts and work with

other state agencies and authorities to pronulgate regulations required
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by section eight of the chapter of the laws of two thousand ni heteen
that added this article.

2. The requl ations pronul gated by the departnent pursuant to this
section shall

a. Ensure that the aggregate emi ssions of greenhouse gases from green-
house gas eni ssion sources will not exceed the statew de greenhouse gas
em ssions linmts established in section 75-0107 of this article.

b. Include legally enforceable em ssions |linits, performance stand-
ards, or neasures or other requirenments to control enissions from green-
house gas eni ssion sources, with the exception of agricultural emnissions
fromlivestock.

c. Reflect, in substantial part, the findings of the scoping plan
prepared pursuant to section 75-0103 of this article.

d. Include neasures to reduce em ssions from greenhouse gas em Sssion

sources that have a cunulatively significant inpact on statew de green-
house gas eni ssions, such as internal conmbustion vehicles that burn

gasoline or diesel fuel and boilers or furnaces that burn oil or natura
gas.

3. In pronulgating these requlations, the departnent shall

a. Design and inplenent all regulations in a nmanner that seeks to be
equitable, to mninmze costs and to nmaxim ze the total benefits to New
York, and encourages early action to reduce greenhouse gas eni ssions.

b. Ensure that greenhouse gas em ssions reductions achieved are real,
permanent, quantifiable, verifiable, and enforceable by the departnent.

c. Ensure that activities undertaken to conply with the regulations do
not result in a net increase in co-pollutant en ssions or otherw se
di sproportionately burden di sadvantaged conmmunities as identified pursu-
ant to section 75-0111 of this article.

d. Prioritize neasures to naxinize net reductions of greenhouse gas

em ssions and co-pollutants in disadvantaged comunities as identified

pursuant to section 75-0111 of this article and encourage early action
to reduce greenhouse gas eni ssions and co-pollutants.

e. Incorporate neasures to nmininize |eakage.

4. a. The departnent may establish an alternative conpliance nechani sm
to be used by sources subject to greenhouse gas emissions limts to
achi eve net zero eni ssions.

b. The use of such nechanismshall account for not greater than

fifteen percent of statew de greenhouse gas enissions estimted as a

percentage of nineteen ninety em ssions pursuant to section 75-0105 of
this article, provided that the use of this nechanismnust offset a

quantity greater than or equal to the greenhouse gases enitted. The
of fset of greenhouse gas enissions shall not result in disadvantaged
conmunities having to bear a disproportionate burden of environnenta
i npacts.

c. The departnment shall verify that greenhouse gas eni ssion offset
projects authorized pursuant to this subdivision represent greenhouse

gas equival ent eni ssion reductions or carbon sequestration that are
real, additional, verifiable, enforceable, and permanent.

d. Any greenhouse gas emi ssions offset project shall conply with al
of the requirenents of this subdivision

e. The departnent shall establish an application process that, at a
mninum requires a source to sufficiently denpnstrate that conpliance
with the greenhouse gas emissions linmts is not technologically feasi-
ble, and that the source has reduced em ssions to the maxi num extent
practicable. After an initial four year period, the departnent shal
review the participation of a source in this nechanism and make a

iv. is a study or assessnent without a conmtnent to inplenent the
results.

j. In approving greenhouse gas enm ssion offset projects, the depart-
nent shall prioritize projects that maxim ze public health and environ-
nental benefits within the state and especially |ocalized benefits in
di sadvant aged conmunities, defined pursuant to section 75-0111 of this
article.

k. The departnment shall establish a public registry of greenhouse gas
enmi ssion offset projects approved pursuant to this subdivision.

|. Prior to the inclusion of any alternative conpliance nmechanismin
the reqgulations, to the extent feasible and in the furtherance of
achi eving the statew de greenhouse gas emi ssions limt, the departnent
shall do all of the foll ow ng:

i. consult with the council, the environnental justice advisory group,
and the climate justice working group;

at least three representatives from New York city communities, three

representatives fromrural communities, and three representatives from
upstate urban communities.

b. The working group, in consultation with the departnent. the depart-
nents of health and |l abor, the New York state energy and research devel -
oprment authority, and the environnental justice advisory group, wll
establish criteria to identify di sadvantaged conmunities for the
pur poses of co-pollutant reductions, greenhouse gas eni ssions
reductions, regulatory inpact statenents, and the allocation of invest-
nents related to this article.

c. Di sadvantaged communities shall be identified based on geographic,
public health, environnental hazard., and soci oecononic criteria, which
shall include but are not limted to:

i. areas burdened by cunul ative environnental pollution and other
hazards that can lead to negative public health effects:;

ii. areas with concentrations of people that are of |low incone, high
unenpl oynent, high rent burden, low |evels of hone ownership., |low |l evels
of educational attainnment, or nenbers of groups that have historically
experienced discrinmnation on the basis of race or ethnicity; and

iii. areas vulnerable to the inpacts of climte change such as fl ood-
ing, stormsurges, and urban heat island effects.

2. Before finalizing the criteria for identifying di sadvantaged conmu-
nities and identifying disadvantaged comunities pursuant to subdivision
one of this section, the departnent shall publish draft criteria and a
draft |list of disadvantaged communities and make such infornation avail -
able on its website.

a. The council shall hold at least six regional public hearings on the
draft criteria and the draft |ist of disadvantaged comunities, includ-
ing three neetings in the upstate region and three neetings in the down-
state region, and shall allow at | east one hundred twenty days for the
subm ssion of public coment.

2. The social cost of carbon shall serve as a nonetary estimate of the

value of not emtting a ton of greenhouse gas eni ssions. As determ ned
by the departnment, the social cost of carbon may be based on nmargina
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greenhouse gas abatenent costs or on the gl obal economic, environnental,
and social inpacts of emitting a marginal ton of greenhouse gas enis-
sions into the atnosphere, utilizing a range of appropriate di scount
rates, including a rate of zero.

3. In developing the social cost of carbon, the departnment shal
consider prior or existing estinmates of the social cost of carbon issued
or adopted by the federal governnent, appropriate international bodies,
or other appropriate and reputable scientific organizations.

2. a. On or before Cctober first, two thousand twenty-two, the depart-
nent shall prepare, in consultation with the clinate justice working
group, a program denonstrating community air nonitoring systens.

b. The program shall identify the highest priority locations in disad-
vant aged comunities around the state to deploy conmunity air nonitoring
systens, which shall be communities with potentially high exposure
burdens for toxic air contamnants and criteria air pollutants. The
program shall be undertaken in no less than four communities statew de
with regional consideration.

c. The departnent shall publish the air quality data produced by the
community air nonitoring systens deployed pursuant to this section on
its website as it becones avail able.

3. On or before June first, two thousand twenty-four, the depart nent
shall prepare, in consultation with the climte justice working group, a
strategy to reduce em ssions of toxic air contamnants and criteria air
pollutants in di sadvantaged comunities affected by a high cunul ative

exposure burden. The strateqy shall include criteria for the devel opnent
of community em ssion reduction prograns. The criteria presented in the
strategy shall include, but are not limted to, the follow ng:

a. an assessnent and identification of communities with high cunul a-
tive exposure burdens for toxic air contaminants and criteria air pollu-
tants.

b. a nethodology for assessing and identifying the contributing sourc-
es or categories of sources, including, but not limted to, stationary
and nobile sources, and an estinmate of their relative contribution to
el evated exposure to air pollution in inpacted communities identified
pursuant to paragraph a of this subdivision.

c. an assessnent of the existing and avail able nmeasures for reducing
enmissions fromthe contributing sources or categories of sources identi-
fied pursuant to paragraph b of this subdivision.

4. a. Based on the assessnent and identification of disadvantaged
communities with high cunul ative exposure burdens for toxic air contam
inants and criteria air pollutants conpleted pursuant to paragraph a of
subdi vision three of this section, the departnent shall select di sadvan-

taged communities around the state for preparation of comunity em s-
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sions reduction prograns. The departnent may select additional |ocations
annual ly thereafter, as appropriate.

b. The departnent shall have the authority to adopt regul ations estab-
lishing prograns to achieve em ssions reductions for the |ocations
selected using the npst cost-effective nmeasures identified pursuant to
paragraph ¢ of subdivision three of this section.

8 75-0117. Investnent of funds.

State agencies, authorities and entities, in consultation with the
environnental justice working group and the climate action council
shall, to the extent practicable, invest or direct available and rele-
vant programmtic resources in a nmanner designed to achieve a goal for
di sadvant aged conmunities to receive forty percent of overall benefits
of spending on clean energy and energy efficiency prograns, projects or
investnments in the areas of housing., workforce devel opnent. pollution
reduction, low incone energy assistance, energy, transportation and
econoni ¢ devel opnent, provided however, that di sadvantaged conmunities
shall receive no less than thirty-five percent of the overall benefits
of spending on clean energy and energy efficiency prograns, projects or
investnments and provided further that this section shall not alter funds
already contracted or conmmtted as of the effective date of this
section.

8§ 75-0119. Inplenentation reporting.

1. The departnent in consultation with the council shall, not |ess
than every four years, publish a report which shall include reconmenda-
tions regarding the inplenentation of greenhouse gas reduction neasures.

undert aken are equitable, minin ze costs and maxinize the total benefits
to the state, and encourage early action.

f. Whether activities undertaken to conply with state reqgul ations
di sproportionately burden di sadvantaged conmunities as identified pursu-
ant to section 75-0111 of this article.

g. An assessnent of local benefits and inpacts of any reductions in
co-pollutants related to reductions in statew de and | ocal greenhouse
gas _emi ssions.

h. An assessnent of disadvantaged communities' access to or conmunity
ownership of the services and commbdities identified in section six of

the chapter of the laws of two thousand ni neteen which added this arti -
cle.

i. Whether entities that have voluntarily reduced their greenhouse gas
em ssions prior to the inplenentation of this article receive appropri-
ate credit for early voluntary reductions.

. Recommendations for future regulatory and policy action.
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3. In preparing this report, the departnent shall, at a mni mum
consult with the council, and the climte justice working group estab-
lished in section 75-0111 of this article.

4. The report shall be published and posted on the departnent's
website.

watts of statew de energy storage capacity by two thousand thirty.

6. In any proceeding commenced by the conm ssion with a goal of

achi eving one hundred eighty-five trillion British thernal units of
end-use energy savings below the two thousand twenty-five energy-use
forecast, the commission will include nechanisns to ensure that, where

practicable, at least twenty percent of investnents in residential ener-
gy efficiency, including multi-famly housing, can be invested in a
manner which will benefit disadvantaged conmunities, as defined in arti-
cle seventy-five of the environnental conservation law, including low to
noderate i nconme Cconsuners.

(b) In pursuing the state's solar deploynent goals, the New York state
energy research and devel opnent authority shall consider enhanced incen-
tive paynents for solar and community distributed generation projects,
focusing in particular but not limted to those serving disadvantaged
communities, as defined in article seventy-five of the environnenta
conservation law, which result in energy cost savings or denpbnstrate
conmunity ownership nodels; and

(c) Inthe allocation of ratepayer funds for clean energy. direct the
New York state energy research and devel opnent authority and investor
owned utilities to develop and report netrics for energy savings and
clean energy market penetration in the |ow and noderate incone nmarket
and in disadvantaged conmunities, as defined in article seventy-five of
the environnental conservation law, and post such information on the
authority's website.

8 6. Report on barriers to, and opportunities for, community ownership
of services and commodities in disadvantaged communities. 1. On or
before two years of the effective date of this act, the department of
environnmental conservation, in cooperation with the New York state ener-
gy research and devel opment authority and the New York power authority,
with input fromrelevant state agencies, the environmental justice advi-
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sory group as defined in section 75-0101 of the environnmental conserva-
tion law, the clinmate justice working group as defined in section

established in article 75 of the environnental conservation |aw, and
following at |east two public hearings, shall prepare a report on barri-
ers to, and opportunities for, access to or community ownership of the
followi ng services and commodities in di sadvantaged conmunities as iden-
tified in article 75 of the environnental conservation |aw

a. Distributed renewabl e energy generati on.

b. Energy efficiency and weat herization investnents.

c. Zero-em ssion and | ow emni ssion transportation options.

d. Adaptation neasures to inprove the resilience of homes and | oca
infrastructure to the inpacts of clinmate change including but not limt-
ed to mcrogrids.

e. Other services and infrastructure that can reduce the risks associ-
ated with climte-rel ated hazards, including but not [imted to:

i. Shelters and cool roons during extrene heat events;

ii. Shelters during flooding events; and

iii. Medical treatnment for asthma and other conditions that could be
exacerbated by climte-rel ated events.

2. The report, which shall be submitted to the governor, the speaker
of the assenbly and the tenporary president of the senate and posted on
the departnment of environnental conservation website, shall include
reconmendati ons on how to increase access to the services and conmod-
ities.

3. The department of environnmental conservation shall amend the scop-
ing plan for statew de greenhouse gas eni ssions reductions in accordance
with the recommendati ons included in the report.

8§ 7. dimate change actions by state agencies. 1. All state agencies

shall assess and inplenment strategies to reduce their greenhouse gas
em ssi ons.
2. In considering and issuing pernmits, |icenses, and other admnistra-

tive approval s and deci sions, including but not limted to the execution
of grants, loans, and contracts, all state agencies, offices, authori-
ties, and divisions shall consider whether such decisions are inconsist-
ent with or will interfere with the attai nment of the statew de green-
house gas emssions lints established in article 75 of t he
environmental conservation |aw. \Were such decisions are deened to be
inconsistent with or will interfere with the attai nnent of the statew de
greenhouse gas emissions linmts, each agency, office, authority, or
division shall provide a detailed statenent of justification as to why
such limts/criteria may not be net, and identify alternatives or green-
house gas mitigation nmeasures to be required where such project is
| ocat ed.

3. In considering and issuing permits, |icenses, and other admnistra-
tive approval s and decisions, including but not Iimted to the execution
of grants, loans, and contracts, pursuant to article 75 of the environ-
mental conservation law, all state agencies, offices, authorities, and
divisions shall not disproportionately burden di sadvantaged comunities
as identified pursuant to subdivision 5 of section 75-0101 of the envi-
ronmental conservation law. Al state agencies, offices, authorities,
and divisions shall also prioritize reductions of greenhouse gas ems-
sions and co-pollutants in disadvantaged comunities as identified
pursuant to such subdivision 5 of section 75-0101 of the environmenta
conservation | aw
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8 8. Authorization for other state agencies to promul gate greenhouse
gas em ssions regulations. 1. The public service commission, the New
York state energy research and devel opnent authority, the department of
heal th, the departnent of transportation, the departnent of state, the
department of economic devel opment, the departnent of agriculture and
mar ket s, the departnent of financial services, the office of genera
services, the division of housing and community renewal, the public
utility authorities established pursuant to titles 1, 1-A 1-B, 11,
11-A, 11-B, 11-C and 11-D of article 5 of the public authorities |aw and
any other state agency shall pronulgate regulations to contribute to
achi eving the statew de greenhouse gas emissions limts established in
article 75 of the environnmental conservation |aw. Provided, however, any
such regul ations shall not linmt the departnment of environnental conser-
vation's authority to regulate and control greenhouse gas em ssions
pursuant to article 75 of the environnmental conservation |aw.

8§ 9. Chapter 355 of the laws of 2014, constituting the conmunity risk
and resiliency act, is amended by adding two new sections 17-a and 17-b
to read as foll ows:

§ 17-a. The departnent of environnmental conservation shall take
actions to pronote adaptation and resilience, including:

(a) actions to help state agencies and other entities assess the
reasonably foreseeable risks of clinate change on any proposed projects,
taking into account issues such as: sea level rise, tropical and extra-
tropical cyclones, stormsurges, flooding, w nd, changes in average and
peak tenperatures, changes in average and peak precipitation, public
health inpacts, and inpacts on species and other natural resources.

(b) identifying the nmost significant climate-related risks, taking
into account the probability of occurrence, the nmagnitude of the poten-
tial harm and the uncertainty of the risk.

(c) nmeasures that could mtigate significant climate-related risks, as
well as a cost-benefit analysis and inplenentation of such neasures.

§ 17-b. Major permits for the regulatory prograns of subdivision three
of section 70-0107 of the environnental conservation |law shall require
applicants to denonstrate that future physical climate risk has been
considered. In reviewing such information the departnent may require the
applicant to mtigate significant risks to public infrastructure and/or
services, private property not owned by the applicant, adverse inpacts
on di sadvant aged communities, and/or natural resources in the vicinity
of the project.

§ 10. Nothing in this act shall limt the existing authority of a
state entity to adopt and inplenment greenhouse gas em ssions reduction
nmeasur es.

8 11. Nothing in this act shall relieve any person, entity, or public
agency of conpliance with other applicable federal, state, or local |aws
or regulations, including state air and water quality requirenents, and
ot her requirenents for protecting public health or the environnent.

8§ 12. Review under this act may be had in a proceeding under article
78 of the civil practice law and rules at the instance of any person
aggri eved.

8§ 13. Severability. If any word, phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph,
section, or part of this act shall be adjudged by any court of conpetent
jurisdiction to be invalid, such judgenent shall not affect, inpair, or
i nval i date the renmi nder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation
to the word, phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, section, or part ther-
eof directly involved in the controversy in which such judgenent shal
have been render ed.
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8§ 14. This act shall take effect on the same date and in the same
manner as a chapter of the laws of 2019, anending the environnental
conservation law, relating to establishing a permanent environnental
justice advisory group and an environnental justice interagency coordi-
nating council, as proposed in legislative bills nunbers S. 2385 and A
1564, takes effect; provided further, the provisions of section 75-0115
of the environnental conservation |aw as added by section two of this
act shall take effect Cctober 1, 2022.
